As one other reviewer mentioned, DO NOT BUY THE DIGITAL VERSION OF THIS BOOK. ltis a
joke. The publisher should not be pretending like they have a worthwhile digital version to offer. You
will not get a high-resolution image of each page, as | had foolishly hoped for. You will get the text of
the book stripped of all visual design elements, and the graphical elements will be offered to you as
crappy thumbnail images, presented one per page, interstitially, throughout the book. It is terrible.
The Kindle sample will give you a good sense for how bad it is. Please don’t make the same

mistake | did.
